Update on Honer, Fehime and 
Helin:  The Ali family have been 
in Halifax for three months now, 
and a lot has happened.  Cathy 
Harris and Myra Donnelly-Gay 

were very busy in the first two months making sure that they 
were settling into their new home and had everything they 
needed.  A tremendous amount of paperwork was done, 
banking set up, appointments were made, and the family 
were accompanied to all the different clinics and offices.  As 
well, shopping was done for suitable clothing, and for all the 
extra items needed in their home.  Language assessments 
were done, and when it was discovered that there were no 
openings in the language school, other options were        
explored.  Throughout all of this, we were very fortunate to 
have Honer’s brother, Chahin, available as a transla-
tor.  Chahin has been in Canada for 1 ½ years and his     
English is excellent.  
  
At last, Honer was given a place in ISANS language school, 
and two home tutors were found for Fehime.  Amy and Brian 
Bylhouwer coordinate their social integration and there is a 
small team of people who take the family on weekends for 
outings outside of the city, or for exploring and enjoying the 
local area.  Myra had been meeting with them once a week 
to follow up on all the things that needed to be accom-
plished, but now that most of the appointments and services 
are in place, these meetings will be less frequent. 
 
Honer and Fehime are very happy to be here, and are very 
grateful for all the work that has been done with them.  They 
feel very warmly welcomed and are most grateful for all the 
donations that allowed them to come to Canada.   They will 
be coming to our community gathering on November 19

th
, 

and you will at last get to meet them! 

Pope Francis receives the 
Vincentian Family 

On October 25
th
, Pope   

Francis received members of 
the Vincentian Family in St. 
Peter’s Square as, in 2017, 
they mark the 400th anniver-
sary of two important events 

in the life of the man we know today as St. Vincent de 
Paul.  On January 25th, 1617, the feast of the Conver-
sion of Saint Paul, St. Vincent preached “the first sermon 
of the mission” in Folleville, France.  A few days after, the 
confession of a dying man made him acutely aware of 
the spiritual abandonment of the poor country people. 
And then again in August, St..Vincent experienced the 
material poverty and misery of his parishioners in       
Châtillon, and because of this he decided to dedicate 
himself to the work of charity that made him an example 
of holiness.  This spirit has inspired members of the    
Vincentian Family through the past four centuries. 
 
Today, the Vincentian Family has 225 member and     
affiliate groups, including religious communities and lay 
associations, which work in more than eighty countries 
on five continents. They care for the homeless, refugees 
and displaced persons, orphaned and abandoned      
children, and single mothers. 
 
Thank you to members of our own St. Vincent de Paul 
Conference who continue this dedication to the poor 
within our own parish community on a weekly basis!
